ABUSE SCANDAL 
COUNCIL BOSS 
GETS £40K PAYOUT

FROGS PULL PLUG ON 
BUTT PLUG

ROTHERHAM Council’s director 
of children’s services was 
paid £40,000 to leave in the 
wake of the child sex abuse 
scandal.

Joyce Thacker resigned last 
month after weeks of pressure 
following the publication of the 
Jay Report which uncovered 
industrial-scale abuse carried 
out by Asian men in the South 
Yorkshire town.

It was discovered shortly before 
she quit that she had been on sick 
leave.

The council told BBC Radio 
Sheffield the amount paid to Mrs 
Thacker was less than the contractual 

notice entitlement.
The payout came to light following 

a Freedom Of Information request 
from local newspaper The Sheffield 
Star. 

Mrs Thacker left her post by 
“mutual agreement” in the wake of 
the report, which detailed the sexual 
abuse of 1,400 girls in the town by 
gangs of Pakistani men from 1997 to 
2013.

Grilled
Keith Vaz, chairman of the Home 

Affairs Select Committee, said he 
was “astounded” by news of the 
payout. 

He called on Mrs Thacker to resign 

after she was grilled by the 
committee, which has also called 
for an urgent investigation into 
allegations files relating to the 
scandal went missing.

He said: “I’m astounded that 
Joyce Thacker has been given this 
payment. 

“I hope they will think again 
about this and ask for this money 
to be repaid, because it would 
be wrong to be seen to be 
rewarding individuals for what 
has clearly been a failure by the 
council.”

Professor Alexis Jay said in the 
report that senior managers had 
“underplayed” the scale and 
seriousness of the problem and police 

also failed to prioritise 
it. 

Appalled
Mrs Thacker said she 

was “appalled” at the 
scale of the abuse and 
offered her “sincere 
apologies to those who 
were let down by our 
services in the past”, 
adding there were 
“simply no excuses”.

Her resignation was 
the last in a series of 
resignations, including 
Council leader Roger 
Stone, council chief 
executive Martin Kimber, 
and South Yorkshire 
police commissioner, 
Shaun Wright.

Experts say that 
Gonzalo will have lost 
some of its strength by 
the time it reaches 
Britain tomorrow, though 
deaths and injuries 
cannot be ruled out.

SNAIL IS A 
MASCOT FOR 
TRANNIES

BOFFINS have named a shemale snail in honour 
of same-sex marriage and transsexuals.

Known as “Aegista diversifamilia”, the sexually-
ambiguous snail was so named “in recognition 
of same-sex marriage rights and to embody the 
diversity of sexual orientation in the animal world”, 
according to the researchers who identified the 
new species.

The mollusc was first thought to be a member of 
the Aegista subchinensis, a common species of snail 
in Taiwan that was first identified in 1884. 

But in 2003 Yen Chang 
Lee from Academia Sinica 
in Taipei noted differences 
in the physical traits of 
the two populations of 
the snails found either 
side of Taiwan’s central 
mountains.

Lee said at the time he 
and his colleagues were 
preparing their report, 
Taiwan was struggling 
for the recognition of rights 
for same-sex marriage.

Lee said: “It reminded 
us that Pulmonata land 
snails are hermaphrodite, 
which means they have 

both male and female 
reproductive organs. We 
decided this is a good 
occasion to name the snail 
to remember the struggle 
for the recognition of same-
sex marriage rights.”
