Recently someone asked me what 
I enjoyed knitting the most. This
was a surprisingly easy question 
to answer: shawls (obviously). My
non-knitter friend looked a little
confused and said, “But surely
shawls are just for grannies?”
I was shocked. She could not have
been more wrong. Shawls look
fabulous on anyone, from fashion
conscious model-turned-actress
types, to... well... grannies (usually
glamorous grannies if they are
rocking a hand-knitted shawl!).

Why shawls?
I love shawls because, unlike
scarves, you can wear them all year
round and they manage to make
any outfit look elegant. They're a
perfect next step for new knitters –
usually they are a scarf with a bit of
shaping in order to change a
rectangle into a triangle. An ideal
beginners' shawl would be Baktus
Scarf by Strikkelise, a free pattern
on Ravelry. Whilst the name
suggests it's a scarf, it’s actually a
simple triangular shawl knitted in
garter stitch. One of the great

things about this pattern is that
you can use up a whole skein of
yarn – there is no waste. 

Shawl options
Shawls fall into a variety of
categories – it's not all about
triangles, you know! There are
circular shawls, such as the
Evenstar Shawl by Susan Pandorf
and Girasole by Jared Flood, and
rectangular wraps, such as Shine
by Studio Kallio. Your chosen shawl
might be something simple
featuring garter stitch and eyelets,
or perhaps some complex Shetland
lace or vivid Fair Isle design.

Design your own
If you are feeling really
adventurous, your next step could
be to design your own shawl.
There are some amazing resources
available online to help you. I can
highly recommend Miriam Felton's
Craftsy class Lace Shawl Design as
well as Stephen West's
Shawlscapes. All you need is a
stitch dictionary (the Vogue
Stitchionaries are excellent), some
graph paper and a pencil. Oh, and
some spare time. Designing your
own knitwear can become
addictive: you’ve been warned!

Twisted cord
A twisted cord will
complete this garment and
is easy to achieve.

Keeping the yarn
taught, twist the pencil until
the yarn is tightly twisted
and kinks when tension is
released. Fold the yarn in
half, allowing it to twist
back on itself. Remove the
pencil. Knot the ends,
leaving a little yarn at one
end for a tassel.

Top of the charts
Some knitters can find
charts a bit confusing, but
once you've mastered the
basics, they are relatively
easy to use. Most charts
usually start in the
bottom right hand corner,
with right-side rows
being read from right to
left, and wrong-side rows
being read from left to
right – although if you're
working in the round, as
here, then all rows are
read from right to left.
Each square is a single
instruction, with the
symbol within that square
indicating what the
instruction is: for
example, a blank square
on a right-side row often
means the stitch needs to
be knitted, but on a
wrong-side it means the
stitch needs to be purled.
Take a moment to look
through your chart before
beginning the row to
make sure you
understand everything
it's asking you to do.

KEY
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1 Choose your materials
carefully to match the purpose
of your sock. Pretty, luxurious,
house socks are great in a
merino yarn with a touch or silk
or cashmere. For hardwearing
socks that last, choose a yarn
with at least 20% nylon.
2 Do some ground work.
Swatch for your socks, in the
round, using the stitch pattern
from your chosen project; wash
and block this. It's the only way
to know how your yarn, pattern
and gauge will work together
and will prevent heartache later.
3 Measure your foot carefully.
Socks tend to work best 
when knitted with a little
negative ease. Baggy socks 
are uncomfortable and 
wear out faster due to the
friction created. 
4 Start as you mean to go on.
Choose your cast-on and cast
off-methods carefully, or you
may find your socks are too

tight to wear comfortably. The
German twisted cast-on is a
great, stretchy version of the
long-tail cast on, and for casting
off, try Elizabeth Zimmerman's
sewn cast-off.
5 Sometimes all you need is
vanilla.    If you've picked up a
really colourful skein and are
having a hard time matching it
to a pattern, there's a great deal
to be gained from knitting a
plain stocking stitch sock. Let
the yarn do the talking and use
it as an opportunity to try a new
heel or toe technique!

Strong and sturdy
These baskets hold their
shape well; not only are
they made from a thick
cotton yarn, but they are
worked with two strands
held together. The easiest
way to do this is to take
the yarn from the centres
of two balls at the same
time – this helps to
prevent the yarn from
tangling and knotting.
When you have just one
ball, you can either wind
it into two equal size
balls, or work from both
ends at the same time.

boards for different animals and inspiration.
If you find a pattern you like online, you can
save it on Pinterest and look back over it at 
a later date.”

A START IN DESIGN
It wasn’t long before fledging knitter
Amanda started to turn her attention to
designing patterns of her very own.
Inspired by her own difficulties in reading
knitting patterns for the first time, all of 
her designs are created with beginner
knitters in mind.

“When I first started knitting, I struggled
to follow patterns and I would often give up
on a project because I got stuck,” she
explains. “When I started writing my own
patterns, I wanted to make sure that they
would be easy to follow, for example, row
numbers for each step and a stitch count
after every row.

“Knitting little pieces in the round can
also be fiddly, so I design all my patterns to
be worked flat, which makes the project
more accessible to knitters of all abilities.”

Amanda’s career has certainly gone from
strength to strength over the past few
years, and designing is now a full time job
for her. As well as designing some much-
loved characters for us here at LK and our
sister magazine Let’s Get Crafting, Amanda
sells a large number of patterns through
her her website and encourages other
aspiring designers to follow their dreams.

“Just go for it!” she exclaims. “Take some
photos of your work – there are lots of
helpful tutorials on taking good photos on
websites such as Etsy – and use social
media to share your designs with the world.
Try making flat toys first, which are easier

LADYBIRD DAYS
Amanda was very young when she first
started to express interest in the art 
of knitting.

“I first picked up the needles when I was
about eight or nine years old,” she tells us. 
“I cherished my copy of ‘A Ladybird Book
About Knitting’ – it was probably the best
knitting book ever!

“For my first project, I knitted a garter
stitch scarf for my teddy bear. I didn’t know
how to cast off so it just got longer and
longer. It was very wobbly, too!”

Despite her early beginnings, Amanda’s
passion for the craft didn’t truly develop
until around six years ago, when she found
herself bitten by the knitting bug once again.
Although she credits her mother with
teaching her the basics when she was a little
girl, these days it’s the internet that’s helped
Amanda to transform her beloved hobby
into a full career.

“My favourite online tool is Pinterest,” she
says. “I can keep links for any helpful online
tutorials all in one place, and I can set up

to design – as the increases and decreases
are at the ends of rows, it’s simple to sketch
out the shape and colours of your project
using knitters’ graph paper.

“You’ll be doing something you love to
do, but remember, it can be very
demanding, and you need to be super-
organised to manage your time. Like any
job, there are bad days. If a project isn’t
working I will put it down and leave it for a
few hours or a few days – when I go back to
it, I will hopefully have the inspiration
needed to get it to work.”

TOY STORY
Of course, Amanda is best known in the
knitting world for her marvellous array of
toy patterns. From fairytale creatures to
other characters like Puddles the Mallard
and Ricky the Raccoon, Amanda has

designed a wealth of quirky critters suitable
for both newbie and more experienced
knitters alike. Each quick-knit creature is 
full of personality, with many of their
features drawing on inspiration from
Amanda’s childhood.

She tells us, “I grew up watching cartoons,
everything from Road Runner to Count
Duckula, and that has been a big influence
on me. I like the way that characters usually
have one dominant, identifying feature, and
I always try to do the same with my toys. For
example, my favourite design so far, Erik the
Viking, was inspired by the characters in
Asterix – I’ve loved these books all my life.

“I’m just a big kid!” she jokes. “I get bored
easily and I don’t enjoy knitting sweaters
that take months to finish – toys, on the
other hand, you can usually knit up and
finish in a weekend.”

LOOKING AHEAD
Alongside creating some more exclusive
designs for us lucky crafters here at LK,
Amanda is currently busy designing some
other knitted friends to add to her already
extensive menagerie.

“I have two projects on the go at the
moment: a Red Riding Hood doll and a 
Big Bad Wolf,” she tells us. “I have a lot 
of items on my to-knit list: a piranha, a
lobster, a unicorn and a camel are all at 
the top of my agenda.”

Could Amanda ever get bored of 
crafting her endearing critters?

“There are so many ways to experiment
with design ideas – stitches, textures, colour
techniques, finishing techniques and so on –
it could never get boring!

“I love knitting toys. I am always happy
when I am knitting something I can cuddle!”

Intarsia method
The stitches in yarn B
running up the centre of 
the jumpsuit form the
buttonband and are worked
using the intarsia method.
Intarsia is a colourwork
technique where blocks of
colour are worked from
separate balls or bobbins of
yarn; the unused strands of
yarn are not carried across
the back of the work and
are instead cut and left to
be woven into the knitted
fabric. When changing
shades, drop the old colour
and pick up the new colour
from under the old colour –
this will prevent a hole from
forming.

Using a lifeline
A lifeline is a piece of
smooth, contrasting yarn
placed through stitches on
a row that you have knitted
correctly and can be
invaluable in the event of
ripping out rows, making it
much easier to put the row
back on the needle.
Thread your lifeline onto a
tapestry needle and slip it
through each stitch on the
knitting needle, leaving
several inches on each side
of the work so it doesn't
get pulled through. Then
continue to knit following
the pattern, adding a new
lifeline every few inches.

SOCK ANATOMY

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This part stops your socks sliding
down, so use a stretchy stitch, 
such as rib to ensure they fit
comfortably. If working your socks
from the top down, you will need
to use a cast-on method that
allows your socks to stretch.
Similarly, if working from the toe
upwards, your cast-off row will
need to be nice and stretchy. 

HEEL

One of the most common methods
of working the heel is to use a heel
flap. This technique involves
several stages:

CUFF

LEG

INSTEP

TOE

SOLE

HEEL
TURN

HEEL
FLAP

GUSSET

This is the part where you can really get creative! If you are making standard length 
ankle socks, there will rarely be any shaping in this section, so it is the perfect place 
to introduce a lace, colourwork or cable pattern. If you are making longer socks, 
you will need to incorporate some shaping in the back of the leg to fit your calf. 

CUFF

LEG

HEEL FLAP
This is a strip that forms the back
of the heel. While the cuff and leg
are worked in the round, this is
worked back and forth on rows.
Typically, half your stitches will be
used for the heel flap. It often
helps to transfer all heel stitches
on to the same needle while you
work. You can choose to do
different stitch patterns on the
heel flap, but always begin every
row with a slip stitch. This
example is worked over an even

TURNING THE HEEL
When your heel flap is the
desired length you will need to
start shaping, this is known as
turning the heel and involves
decreasing. Here is a typical
example:
 Row 1: sl 1, k half of your 

heel stitches, ssk, k1, turn
 Row 2: sl 1, p3 (this number 
may vary in your pattern), 
p2tog, p1, turn

Notice how you have a gap 
where you turned on the
previous row 
 Row 3: sl 1, k to one stitch 
before the gap, ssk, k1, turn
 Row 4: sl 1, p to one stitch 
before the gap, p2tog, k1, turn
 Repeat Rows 3-4 until all heel
stitches have been worked

Knit every round until the foot
measures around 5cm less that
desired total length. This is
approximately the length to the
base of the big toe. You can decide
whether to work the instep stitches
in a fancy pattern or use stocking
stitch, but stocking stitch is usually
used for the sole stitches as it is
more comfortable to walk on. 

FOOT

TOE

Now it is time to decrease to taper
the end of your sock. However, 
if you decrease too many stitches,
you'll make your socks too pointy.
If you don't work enough
decreases, the end will be square
and uncomfortable when you 
wear shoes. Your pattern will tell
you when to stop and after you
have made a few pairs of socks,
you'll have worked out the shape
that best suits your feet.
 Rnd 1: Sole: k to three sts before
instep, k2tog, k1, Instep: k1, ssk, 
k to last three sts of instep, k2tog,
k1, Sole: k1, ssk, k to end
 Rnd 2: k to end
 Rep Rnds 1-2 until half 
the number of sts rem
Next rnd: using the last needle,
k to end of first set of sole sts and
distribute sts so the sts ar
evenly spread on two dpns and
hold parallel. 

You can now to finish your socks
by grafting the ends together using
Kitchener Stitch (p94) or working a
three-needle cast-off (p69)
Cut the yarn and thread the tail on
to a tapestry needle, run it through
all the remaining stitches, pull
tight to gather and fasten off
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Another method of working a heel is to use short row shaping. This gives a
diagonal seam, similar to those seen on the socks you can buy from a shop. 
It can also be used when working socks from the toe up. It involves working
over a section of the row multiple times to create a curve in the fabric.

WRAP AND TURN (W&T):

Step 1: bring the yarn to the
opposite side of the work 
between the needles 

Step 2: insert the RH needle into
the next stitch as if to purl and
transfer it to the RH needle, then
move the yarn to its original
position  

Step 3: return the slipped stitch 
to the LH needle 

Step 4: turn the work and 
continue in the other direction 

You have now wrapped a stitch.

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TENSION HEADACHE
It's really important to knit tension square
before you begin a project. Not
everybody knits the same way – some
knit more tightly than others – and this
will affect how the stitch pattern looks
and the finished size of the item. Tension
squares are usually presented like this:

22 sts x 30 rows
10cm x 10cm
stocking stitch
4mm needles

To knit your tension square, cast on the
instructed number of stitches, in this case
22, plus five more. Then, using the needle
size and same stitch pattern given, work
the instructed number of rows, plus five
more. Using a ruler and taking your
measurements from the centre of the
square, count the number of stitches 
and number of rows over a 10cm square.
If you have more than you should do, it
means your knitting is a little tight and
you may need to use larger needles.
Similarly, if you have fewer stitches 
and rows, use smaller needles to get 
the correct tension.

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SUBSTITUTION
There are many reasons to want 
to substitute the yarn given in a
project, from price to colour selection,
but there are some important points
to remember. 

n Choose a yarn with a similar tension
to the suggested yarn. Match the
tension given on the ball band of the
yarns, as the pattern may use a
different stitch. Remember to do a
tension square in the new yarn before
you begin.
n Consider the fibre content of the
yarn and how this might affect the
finished project. For example, cotton
yarn will knit up very differently to a
wool yarn. 

n Don't forget to check the care
instructions of your new yarn. Not all
yarns are machine washable.
n Look at the meterage of the new
yarn, rather than the weight of the
ball. Not all 50g balls have the same
meterage and you don't want to 
run short when nearing the end of
your project.

P R A C T I C A L  G U I D E S

AT A LOOSE END?
Follow these steps for weaving in any
tails of yarn:
1. Thread the yarn on to a tapestry 
needle and work with the WS of the 
project facing upwards.
2. Insert the needle under the loop of
each stitch, and draw it through. Work it

Blocking is the process of stretching
and shaping your finished items to
create the correct dimensions from
the pattern and even out your
stitches. It is also really useful for
ensuring that pieces to be joined fit
well together. There are a few
different ways to achieve this, 
so check the information on the 
yarn ball band and pick the most
suitable option.
Wet blocking: dampen the pieces
so that they are wet through and
gently squeeze out the excess
water. Lay out the pieces and pin
them to the correct measurements,

ON THE BLOCKS
then leave them to dry. For 
delicate fibres and lace projects, 
you can just spritz the pieces with 
a water spray, rather than
submerging them fully. 
Steaming: lay a damp cloth over your
work and gently iron over the top –
do not iron directly on to your
knitting. Continue to iron until the
cloth is dry. Another option is to
gently hover over your work with the
iron and apply steam until the knitting
relaxes, this is good for delicate
projects and textured stitches. 
Pin to the desired measurements
and allow to set.

for 8cm. An alternative method is to
weave through the back of the stitch,
splitting the strand of yarn as you sew.
3. Cut the yarn close to the fabric. 
NOTE: In colourwork, weave the yarn
tails into the matching colour section.

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MAKING A SLIP KNOT

1Holding the yarn under your left thumb, wrap it
twice around your left index and middle fingers,

with the second loop closer to the base of the fingers.
With the backs of the fingers uppermost, insert the
tip of the needle beneath the first loop and over the
second, and pull the second loop under the first.

2 Remove the two fingers and gently tug on 
both ends of yarn to tighten the slip knot 

around the needle.

1Once cast on, insert the tip of the right needle
upwards and from front to back into the top stitch

on the left needle. The right hand needle should sit
behind the left hand one. Wrap the ball end of yarn
anticlockwise around the tip of the right hand needle.

2Using the right hand needle, pull a loop of the
wrapped yarn through the original stitch to create a

new one on the right hand needle. Slide the original stitch
off the left hand needle. Repeat from step one. You are
now knitting! The knit stitch can be combined with other
stitches to create hundreds of different stitch patterns.

2 Insert the tapestry needle knitwise into
the first stitch on the back needle and 

pull the yarn through, leaving the stitch 
on the needle. 

3Having set up as shown in steps 1 and 2, repeat
steps 3 and 4 until all stitches have been grafted.

Insert the tapestry needle knitwise into the first stitch
on the front needle and slide the stitch off. Before you
pull the yarn through this stitch insert the tapestry
needle into the next stitch on the front needle
purlwise and pull the yarn through, this time leaving
the stitch on the needle.

4 Insert the tapestry needle purlwise into the first
stitch on the back needle and slide it off. Before

pulling the yarn through this stitch, insert the tapestry
needle into the next stitch on the back needle
knitwise and pull the yarn through, leaving the stitch
on the needle.

GRAFT THE TOE

Kitchener Stitch is the method used to acheive this.
It is worked as follows: 
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Step-BY-Step
Learn to knit today with these clear guides

SET UP: Before starting you need to prepare the stitches
on the needle. Hold the two needles with the remaining
stitches parallel. The loose end of yarn should be coming
from the back needle and lying to the right of the work.

1 Thread yarn end onto a tapestry needle and insert 
it purlwise into the first stitch on the needle closest 

to you. Pull the yarn through but leave the stitch on 
the needle.

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CABLE CAST ON

1Create a slipknot on your left hand needle, pulling it
taut (but not too tight). Carefully insert the right

needle into the knot from front to back, passing under
the left hand needle. Wrap the ball end of yarn
anticlockwise around the point of the right needle.

2Pull the loop that forms back through the original
stitch (knot) and insert the tip of the left hand

needle into the new stitch from underneath to transfer
it from the right hand to the left hand needle. There
should now be two stitches on the left hand needle. 

3 Insert the right needle between the two stitches
on the left needle and wrap the yarn around the

needle tip anticlockwise. Draw this loop through to
make a stitch and slip it up and onto the left needle.
Repeat this creating a new loop behind the last stitch
and passing it left needle in front of the previous one.

P R A C T I C A L  G U I D E S

BEGINNING A SEAM

1With the pieces placed next to each other with right
side upwards, thread the yarn tail through the fabric

after the first stitch, moving the needle from front to
back. Then, take the needle behind the first stitch on the
second piece from the back of the work to the front. The
yarn will form a figure 8. Tug gently to secure.

MATTRESS STITCH

1With the two pieces to be joined lying next to each
other, hook the horizontal bar of the first stitch with

the tapestry needle. Move to the other piece and hook
the first horizontal bar of the stitch on that side.

2Repeat this moving from one piece to the next
and pulling the yarn to tighten the join.

BACK STITCH

1Pin the pieces to be joined, with the right sides
together. Thread the loose end of yarn onto a

tapestry needle. Start by stitching the two outer edges
together, then bring the needle through the two pieces
1cm from back to front ahead of the previous stitch.

2Push the needle back through at the position
where the yarn emerged from the previous

stitch. Return it to the front of the work, approx 1cm
ahead of the stitch just made. Repeat this until the
whole join is complete, working in a straight line. 

JOINING CAST OFF EDGES

1Lay the two pieces to be joined right side up and
with the cast off edges touching. Thread a tapestry

needle with the loose yarn and push this through the
centre of the first stitch, and then in and out through
the centres of two stitches on the opposite side.

2Take the needle over to the first side 
and insert where it previously exited, bringing

it out through the centre of the next stitch. Repeat
this process alternating sides and stitching single
stitches until the pieces are joined.

What's the story behind Zala's Crafts?
I first learnt to knit only a few months before my youngest was
born, so just over four years ago. Despite her best efforts, my
Gran was never able to teach me, so I taught myself using online
videos. I started off by knitting tiny blankets for premature babies,
and my love for yarn grew from there. I soon found that I enjoyed
knitting with high quality, hand-dyed yarn and decided to have a go
at creating my own. I quickly discovered I love dyeing my own yarn,
and Zala's Crafts was born.

Why did you decide to set up and sell your goods through a
website?
My website has been running for a while now selling my own hand-
dyed yarn and knitted items, but this year, with a little help from my
mum, I was able to venture into the vast world of commercially
produced yarn. It's the first step on the ladder to my dream of
having a bricks-and-mortar yarn shop!

You run a regular knitting group – why do you think such groups
are important for knitters?
Where I stay there seems to be very few adult groups of any kind,
so the main aim for me was to bring together people from a fairly
large community. I think there are so many people that can be truly
lonely – knitting groups mean you can go out and meet new
people, learn a new skill and eat cake! It also seems to me that
there is almost a whole generation of people who cannot knit – I
was one of them and I think all knitters should be trying to change
this. It's our responsibility to pass those skills on!

Do you have any plans for 2015 that you can share with us?
I'd like to expand my hand-dyed yarn further, along with producing
some build-your-own beginner packs
for both the website and also for
classes I'm hoping to run. I am also in
contact with an American work-at-
home mum to try and make some of
her yarns more accessible to the UK
market.
